The Under 12 World Champion defeated the
Under 120 Tasmanian Champion (well, one of three of them at the moment) in a game
that ended suddenly on move 26. Following Cheng at a cautious distance are Pap and
Perpie (who have played him) and Yuan (who plays him today). I really should hype
Cheng-Yuan to the skies and declare it is the critical game of the tournament but if I do
that it will be a 17-move draw. Therefore I say Cheng-Yuan will be an Exchange Slav
that is also an Exchange French and a Petroff. Do not watch it, you will be thrown out
for snoring. Watch Morris-Dyer (nice easy one for Alastair after yesterday) or
Dommersnes-Reid instead.

Things returned to normal in the Under 12 (apart from unnoticed illegal moves on not
one but two boards!) with another comfortable win for Andrew Pan. Today he plays
Martin Jack, who has recovered from an early loss to Ari Dale. Joshua Behar is
outright second on 6/7 and today faces Mason Carter, making his first appearance
against an outright contender. The race for the U10 title is very much open, and that
includes open to U8s, such as Ethan Lim who is currently leading the U10s by half a
point. Peter Wallmueller, Jamie-Lee Guo and another Under 8 Noah Gong are also
doing very well there.

Simmonds and Setiabudi had a very close draw so
Abbie Kanagarajah leads outright, but if things stay the way they are, all three can yet
win titles. The Girls Under 12s saw both pre-round leaders involved in 70+ move
epics but Savithri Narenthran maintained her perfect score, while Denise Lim is now
equal second with Grace Alvares. None of these three have played each other but
Savithri meets Denise today. Kashish Christian is going well in the U10 section with a
two point lead, and I think Yuvini Perera has some chances in the Under § ... or
perhaps that’s just my home-state bias talking!

Pointless Metric of the Day: In round 7, white won 13 of the bottom 15 Under 12
boards. This sort of run isn’t quite as unusual as it seems — ignoring draws (which are
fairly rare in the U12 anyway) and assuming black and white are about equally likely
to win, a 13-2 or greater split from 15 wins could happen about 1% of the time.

Indeed, in round 2 black won 9 of the bottom ten boards in this division. Overall in the
U12s section, white has won 75 games, black 66 and 19 have been drawn. Every
round has had two draws except for round five which had seven.

Reading from the book of FIBE by Kirsten Aluminiova

The FIBE world championship cycle for those over the age of senility (ie 18) is like Hotel
California only daggier (not that that is possible outside the Editor’s early-90s wardrobe.) You
can bomb out any time you like, but you can never ever leave.
